Investment Process: In actively managing the fund, the Investment Manager considers
the durability of long-term growth prospects that are not fully reflected in current
valuations. This includes a focus on special situations such as merger, acquisition and
internal restructuring activity, that may affect company’s valuations in the shortterm.
The Investment Manager also considers ESG characteristics when assessing investment
risks and opportunities. In determining favourable ESG characteristics, the Investment
Manager takes into account ESG ratings provided by Fidelity or external agencies.
Through the investment management process the Investment Manager aims to ensure
that investee companies follow good governance practices.
